It belonged to
the family Del Monte, then the Medici of Florence
(hence the name): formerly the seat of the Ministry of
Justice, since 1926 houses the Dante Alighieri
Society. 
The pictorial decoration of the rooms of the palace
was traditionally attributed to Federico Zuccari or
Primaticcio and Prospero Fontana, who painted the
frescoes for many rooms of the building such as the
loggia on the ground floor (formerly known as the
Primaticcio).
